Please find the restriction items below that are not allowed to be delivered via airline by the shipper(s).

1. Fireworks, ammunition, sporting ammunition, firearms or explosives.

2. Cylinders of compressed air, oxygen, or liquid petroleum gas (LPG) any type of aerosol can, (eg. Deodorant, shaving cream, hairspray, paint, etc)

3. Camping stove, Cigarette/Pipe lighters, or cigarette lighter refills.

4. Nails polish, colognes, perfumes, paint, fuel, or paint thinners.

5. Matches.

6. Dry Ice, specimens or samples.

7. Detergents, bleaches, drain or oven cleaners.

8. Fibreglass repair kits, adhesives, and puncture repair kits.
9. Medicines containings alcohol.

10. Any type of chemical, pesticides, herbicides, etc.

11. Camping equipment.

12. Diving equipment.

13. Machinery with internal combustion engines such as chainsaws, lawnmowers or garden trimmers.

14. Refrigerator.

15. Battery, wet cell battery.
16. Vitamin and Foods.
